Today our program is devoted to an explanation of the underlying principles of the Honor Society, and to a simple but impressive ritual of induction for the newly selected members. Students who excel in Scholarship may be selected into membership provided they measure up to the requirements of Leadership, Service and Character. This candle-lighting ceremony symbolizes these four aims of the NHS. 


The torch, from the earliest of times, has been the emblem of knowledge. Unlighted, it has no power to lead and guide. It is of no effect until the touch of a match ignites it with a vital and beautiful flame. Just so, the knowledge, the wisdom, and the inspiration that are buried in the great treasure of books and hidden in the minds of men are valueless until, by faithful study, we unlock these treasure houses and make them give up their store for the use of mankind. As man has long lighted a torch to guide him into dark places, so all men who seek truth must be held firm and true to the purposes of life by the virtues represented in this symbol. In keeping with the emblem, the motto of the Honor Society is, Noblesse Oblige (nobless oblieezh) which loosely translated means “nobility obligates” or in other words, “to whom much is given, much is expected.”
